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1. That, in accordance with the principles of international law enshrined in many precedents, 

in particular the United Nations Convention on the Law of the Sea, promulgated by supreme decree 

No. 1.393 of 28 August 1997 of the Ministry of Foreign Affairs, coastal States have the sovereign 

right to establish the boundaries of the maritime spaces under their jurisdiction;  

2. That articles 593 and 596 of the Civil Code define the maritime areas under national 

jurisdiction, which are measured from their respective baselines;  

3. That article 7 of the 1984 Treaty of Peace and Friendship between the Republic of Chile 

and the Argentine Republic established the boundary between their respective sovereignties over the 

sea, seabed and subsoil from the end of the existing boundary in the Beagle Channel, that is, the point 

defined by the coordinates 55°07.3’ South latitude and 66°25.0’ W
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of Islas Diego Ramírez established in the World Geodetic System 84 datum pursuant to supreme
