Considering 

  I 
 

 That in accordance with Article 10 of the Political Constitution of the Republic 
of Nicaragua, the sovereignty, jurisdiction and rights of Nicaragua extend to the 
adjacent islands, cays and banks, as well as the internal waters, the territorial sea, 
the contiguous zone, the continental shelf, the exclusive economic zone and the 
corresponding airspace, in accordance with the law and the standards of 
international law, 
 

  II 
 

 That on 3 May 2000 the Republic of Nicaragua ratified the United Nations 
Convention on the Law of the Sea, an instrument that brings together the essential 
principles guaranteeing the rights of States in their marine areas, 
 

  III 
 

 That on 5 March 2002 the Republic of Nicaragua, in the interests of 
strengthening international law and its commitment to international law, adopted 
Law No. 420 on Marine Areas of Nicaragua, 
 

  IV 
 

 That the Caribbean coast of Nicaragua has a special configuration owing to the 
presence of numerous coastal islands closely linked by their history and economy to 
the mainland, and also owing to the fact that the coastline is deeply indented and cut 
into, and that it is of vital importance to maintain the territorial integrity, peace and 
security of the nation, 
 

  V 
 

 That the International Court of Justice issued a historic judgement on 
19 November 2012 regarding the Territorial and Maritime Delimitation between 
Nicaragua and Colombia in the Caribbean Sea, in which it found that the islands 
adjacent to the coast of Nicaragua in the Caribbean Sea are part of the respective 
coast and contribute to the establishment of the baselines,
