o Required Evidence: Submit supporting documentation on disposal facilities used, technology details, and 
licensing information.

3. Operational Expertise in Developing Countries or Economies in Transition
o Vendors must demonstrate at least three completed contracts within the last five years in developing 
countries or countries with economies in transition.
o Required Evidence: Include contract summaries with client details, project descriptions, and specific tasks 
undertaken.
