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weak governance and human rights abuses, allowing groups to 

exploit these local grievances. 

 

Of additional concern is the growing number of lone actors, including 

self-radicalized individuals, carrying out attacks without direct 
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Jordan, Benin, Spain, the Republic of Korea, Chile, the Democratic 

Republic of the Congo, and Ecuador.  
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implementation of respecting human rights while countering 

terrorism and violent extremism conducive to terrorism.  

 

Later this year, CTED will also issue an analytical brief on “Ways to 

further strengthen public private partnerships on countering the 

financing of terrorism”.  

 

Finally, following the adoption of the Delhi Declaration, CTED 

continues to work closely with the Committee to develop a set of non-

binding guiding principles aimed to assist Member States to counter 

the use of new and emerging technologies for terrorist purposes in a 

holistic and comprehensive manner, in particular in the areas of ICT, 

terrorism financing, and unmanned aircraft systems. 

 

In closing, I wish to reiterate CTED’s commitment to support 

Member States, advancing our collective efforts to counter terrorism.
