Secretary-General approval

The UNDEF Advisory Board met on 29 March and endorsed a short-list list of projects recommended for UNDEF's Fourth Round of Funding. The list comprises 65 projects in Africa,
Asia, the Americas and Europe estimated at a total of approximately 16 million dollars. The list is still subject to approval by the Secretary-General, and to the successful negotiation
by each a short-listed applicant of a project document. Once approved, the addition of these projects would bring the total number of UNDEF-funded projects to 336 in 104
