For over six decades, the IAEA has been continuously developing and applying a suite of radiotracer
techniques that can reliably and rapidly assess ocean change, including how its biota and ecosystems
are affected by marine pollution and climate change impacts. As an example, the transport and
possible effects of microplastics on marine life are being studied using controlled aquaria.
Furthermore, to establish contaminant baselines, select radionuclides are an invaluable tool to
