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In Yemen, UNODC supported the YCG in getting eight vessels operational again. These 

vessels were subsequently used for two boarding operations in November 2021 during regular 

patrol. A thematic and regional expansion also led to the initiation of work with maritime 

authorities in Port Sudan aimed at establishing a basis for support in the areas of 

communications, MDA and MLE. Moreover, in Somalia UNODC is involved in providing
