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also being progressed throughout the Convention Area. In addition, CCAMLR has implemented a 

comprehensive suite of Conservation Measures designed to identify and protect vulnerable marine 

ecosystems from adverse impacts of bottom fishing. 
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of 14 conservation measures that involve 80 audit points including in relation to data submission obligations. 

184-185 Article II of the CAMLR Convention provides that precaution and an ecosystems approach are key principles of conservation 
relating to harvesting and associated activities in the Convention Area. The Reports of meetings of the Commission and of the 
Scientific Committee and its subsidiary bodies are published and routinely made available on a publically accessible section of 
the CCAMLR website (http://www.ccamlr.org/en/meetings/meetings). 
 
CCAMLR has adopted a suite of Conservation Measures that endeavour to implement the provisions of the CAMLR 
Convention, in particular Article II, in relation to ecosystem considerations associated with harvesting and associated activ
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In 2011, the Commission adopted a general framework for the establishment of CCAMLR Marine Protected Areas (CM 91-04). 
 
In 2012, CCAMLR adopted a Conservation Measure (91-02) to promote the awareness of Antarctic Specially Protected Areas 
(ASPAs) and Antarctic Specially Managed Areas (ASMAs) established by the Antarctic Treaty Consultative Meeting (ATCM) 
among fishing vessels. 
 
In 2013/14 the Commission continued its work relating to the establishment of a representative system of marine protected 
areas in the Convention Area. 
 
Beyond the MPA initiatives undertaken by the Commission, there are additional marine protected areas within some national 
jurisdictions of the CAMLR Convention Area.
