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In Namibia where 35.6% of the population is under 15 years of age, the
Government has recognised the critical importance of investing in our own Future
Generation - devoting a significant share of its national budget towards the
education of our youth, with an annual average spending of 20.7% of the total
budget.

Putting our money where it most matters, this budget allocation signifies the
political commitment from the highest office to reverse the slide on SDG 4 since
the onset of the COVID-19 pandemic.

We note the findings of the SGs report that progress towards universal completion
of primary and secondary education has been uneven, with a completion rate (in
2020) of 63% in Sub-Saharan Africa for primary education; and 58% for secondary
levels. These are worrying figures that will hamper the achievement of target 4.1 of
the SDGs - a commitment we made that by 2030 all girls and boys complete free,
equitable and quality primary education leading to relevant and effective learning
