


A. ACTIVITIES OF THE ACP OBSERVATORY ON MIGRATION CONTRIBUTING TO
THE PREPARATIONS OF THE 2013 UN-HIGH LEVEL DIALOGUE

Despite its importance among all international movements, South-South migration is still largely
left out of discussions and debates at the international level, including due to the lack of
availability of reliable and up-to-date migration data on these movements. To support African,
Caribbean and Pacific States in integrating this important aspect of international migration into
their development plans, the African, Caribbean and Pacific (ACP) Observatory on Migration is
conducting about 40 national and regional studies on South-South mobility and its links with
human development. The ACP Observatory on Migration is one of three components of the intra-
ACP Migration Facility.

Although growing discrepancies between richer and poorer countries have contributed to an
increase in migration to developed countries, most people who move do so within the borders of
their own country or within the region. The following statistics aim to illustrate this point. In
2010, only one in three international migrants moved from a developing to a developed country
and almost as many migrants from developing countries resided in another developing country
(UN, 2010). Three out of four migrants in the world are internal migrants and nearly 70 per cent
of international migrants in sub-Saharan Africa move within the region (Ratha and Shaw, 2007;
