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Chairperson 

Excellencies, 

Distinguished Delegates, 
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Chairperson, to respond to emerging socio-economic issues, 

Government has prioritized concrete actions to address poverty and 

regional imbalance, speed up rural economic development, and 

respond to climate change. Consequently, our people have greatly 

benefited from the Government Programmes that were put in place 

to address their socio-wellbeing. I will share some of the 

achievements and progress below; 

¶ In 2021 our economy grew at a rate of 4.7 percent. This was as 

a result of Government interventions at reviving the private 

sector and boosts to the agriculture sector, inspite of the 

COVID-19 Pandemic.   

¶ Literacy rate has increased from 54% in 1990 to 72% in 2016.  

¶ Fertility rate has declined from 6.7 children per woman in 2006 

to 5.4 children per woman in 2016 leading to a decline in 

dependency. 

¶ Infant Mortality has declined from 76 deaths per 1,000 live 

births in 2006 to 43 deaths per 1,000 live births in 2016.  

¶ Maternal mortality declined from 525 deaths per 100,000 live 

births in 1990 to 336 deaths in 2016.  

As a result of these developments, Ugandans are now healthier and 

live longer than ever before. Life expectancy has increased from 43 

years in 1990 to 63 years in 2016. 

Chairperson, in spite of this progress, a number of challenges still 

persist that include;  
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¶ Income disparities with a GNI coefficient of 0.493 negatively 

impacting on the ‘Leaving No One Behind’ Principle. 

¶ High unemployment rate of 9.2 percent
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¶ Promoting access to sexual reproductive health, by improving 

the policy regulatory framework and increasing resources to 

reproductive health.  

¶ Implementing a national teenage pregnancy campaign to 

address defilement, child marriage, and teenage pregnancy and 

promote positive parenting.  

¶ Conducting the National Population and Housing Census in 

2023 to provide date data for planning and decision making at 

local and national level.   

¶ Fast-tracking implementation of the industrialization policy 

through increased investment and growth of the manufacturing 

sector is an important vehicle to increase local production and 

employment opportunities. 

Chairperson, Uganda remains committed to the full implementation 

of the International Conference on Population and Development and 

the 2030 Agenda for Sustainable Development with enhanced 

support from development partners.
