1. Institutional capacity and policy – Is there at least one 

dedicated government entity responsible for designing and 
implementing overall migration policy?  

2. Migrant rights – Does the government promote the 
integration of immigrants through language skills training, 
equal access to public services, and protection against 
discrimination?  

3. Safe and orderly migration –

4.  Labour migration and recruitment costs – Does the 
 government take steps to reduce recruitment costs, born 
 by the employee as percentage of yearly income earned 
 in country of destination? – How many bilateral and 
 regional agreements has the country subscribed to 
 facilitate labour migration?
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
