The Secretariat should not spare any effort
to keep all options viable by taking whatever measures deemed necessary until such time
as this Committee has thoroughly considered this item.

In the meantime, my delegation expects the Secretariat to make efforts to deepen
the Member States' understanding on each option and on this important agenda, not only
at the experts' level but also at the higher level by providing a briefing on this issue.
