Mr. Chairman,

I am pleased to introduce the Advisory Committee’s report (A/68/530) on the
administration of justice at the United Nations and the activities of the Office of the United
Nations Ombudsman and Mediation Services.

Mr. Chairman, the Committee’s report focuses on the responses of the Secretary-
General to the General Assembly’s requests in resofution 67/241, and I will summarize some of
the Committee’s key recommendations.

Firstly, following the General Assembly’s request to the Secretary-General to present a
proposal for conducting an interim independent assessment of the formal system of the
administration of justice, the Secretary-General details his proposal in his report, including the
terms of reference and the entities proposed to conduct the assessment. The Advisory
Committee recommends that the terms of reference should provide for a substantive evaluation
of the formal system, including a review of the jurisprudence of the Dispute and Appeals
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
