My delegation believes this should include a measure for

this Committee to not take up budgetary issues that do not cover peacekeeping missions in its

second resumed session, or at least to postpone such issues until the end of the session after we

have concluded the peacekeeping mission budgets. It is the responsibility of us the Member
States to duly select the agenda items and to conclude the session within the allotted time.

In closing, I would like to thank you, Mr. Chairman, as well as the other bureau

members, and the representatives of the Secretariat, including the interpreters and other staff, for

their hard work.
