Madam Chair,

| am pleased to introduce the report of the Advisory Committee (A/73/352/Add.6) on
the budget of the United Nations Investigative Team for Accountability of Da’esh/ISIL

(UNITAD) for 2019.

The Advisory Committee considers that, at this initial stage of the deployment of the
Mission, it is difficult to fully assess whether the proposed resources reflect optimum
requirement levels. The Committee therefore intends to reassess organizational structures,

staffing levels and operational costs



Additionally, given the challenges of staffing-up a new mission, compounded by the
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Ademas, habida cuenta de los problemas que plantea la contratacion de personal para una nueva
mision, que se ven agravados por el caracter especializado del UNITAD y su ubicacion sobre el terreno,
la Comisidn considera poco probable que se puedan utilizar plenamente los recursos solicitados. Por
consiguiente, la Comision recomienda que se utilicen tasas de vacantes del 60% para el Cuadro

Orgénico y del 40% para el Servicio Movil y las plazas de contratacion local.

Por ultimo, la Comisidn reitera que el apoyo administrativo proporcionado por la UNAMI al

UNITAD deberia prestarse a titulo reembolsable.
