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Mr. Chairman,

The Chinese delegation offers its congratulations on the successful
conclusion of the Second Resumed Session of the Fifth Committee of the

74th Session of the General Assembly and thank you to Mr. Chairman for the

strong leadership. We also thank the members of the Bureau, Mr. Lionel

Berridge and his team in the Fifth Committee secretariat, ACABQ and all
facilitators for their hard work. China associates itself with the statement by

Guyana on behalf of the Group of 77 and China, and would like to add the
following observations:

Since the opening of the Second Resumed Session on May 4, despite the

challenges brought by the COVID-19 pandemic, telecommufing and the

lack of interpretation in formal and informal meetings, the parties have

managed to approve the peacekeeping budget for the period of 2020/2021 in
a constructive and timely manner so that the peacekeeping operation could

be funded before July 1, 2020. T,he Chinese delegation applauds Mr.
Chairman's leadership and the constructive engagement of all partners. The

budget approved by the Committee for the period of 2020/2021 is 44

million dollars less than ACABQ recommendations. The amount and

percentage of cuttings are less than those of previous years. This



demonstrates the principles of reviewing budget based on evidence and

mandates and avoiding the "cutting traps", which have



the General Assembly, support the central role of the United Nations in

global governance and support multilateralism to build a community with a
shared future for mankind.
