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Mr. Chair, 

The 

Candidate Countries the Republic of North Macedonia, Montenegro, Serbia and Albania, 

the country of the Stabilisation and Association Process and potential candidate Bosnia and 

Herzegovina, and the EFTA country Liechtenstein, member of the European Economic Area, 

as well as Ukraine, the Republic of Moldova, and Georgia, align themselves with this 

statement. 

 

At the outset, allow me to thank you for your excellent work as Chair of the Fifth Committee 

during the 74th Session of the General Assembly. Despite the many challenges we faced due 

to Covid-19 and the consequent remote working conditions, the Committee managed to 

achieve consensus on all important items, in a spirit of compromise and collective thinking in 

the interest of the Organization as a whole.  We greatly value and appreciate your skillful 

guidance in leading us through our agenda. We also would like to thank all members of the 

Bureau for their hard work, as well as the members of the Fifth Committee Secretariat under 

the leadership of Mr. Lionelito Berridge.  

 

The Member States of the European Union attach great importance to peacekeeping as a



effective and efficient functioning of the Organisation, such as closed peacekeeping missions 

and the adoption of the recommendations of the contingent-owned equipment working group. 

We underline that the recommendations contained in the reports of the Board of Auditors are 

crucial tools for enhanced transparency and accountability at the UN.
