Mr. Chairman,

I am pleased to introduce the report of the Advisory Committee on Revised
estimates resulting from resolutions and decisions adopted by the Human Rights Council
at its forty-third, forty-fourth and forty-fifth sessions.

Given the level of the projected expenditure for 2020 and in view of the
postponement of the implementation of certain activities mandated by the Human Rights
Council in resolution 45/113, including the impact of the COVID-19 pandemic, which may
also affect the future pace of activities, the Advisory Committee recommends reductions
under the proposed revised estimates under travel of staff, contractual services, general
operating expenses, and supplies and materials, as well as reductions under general

temporary assistance with respect to resolutions 45/15, 45/20 and 45/31.

The Advisory Committee also recommends against additional resources for
archival functions under resolutions 43/27, 43/28 and 45/19. The Committee reiterates that
there is a need to consolidate the archival functions for all Commissions, Mechanisms and
other activities within the Office of the High Commissioner for Human Rights. The
Committee recommends that the General Assembly request the Secretary-General to
develop such an approach, using already existing resources and expertise to the extent
possible, and to present details thereon in the proposed programme budget for 2022 and/



or in the next report on the revised estimates resulting from resolutions and decisions

adopted by the Human Rights Council.

Mr Chairman,

I am pleased to introduce the reports of the Advisory Committee on the programme
budget implications of three draft decisions and five draft resolutions adopted by the General
Assembly and its First, second and third Committees in November 2020.

Some of these draft resolutions and decisions reflect the impact of the COVID-19
pandemic on on-going or new activities which were scheduled for 2020 but had to be cancelled

or postponed to 2021.

The statements on the budget implications of these draft resolutions and decisions were
submitted by the Secretary-General in accordance with rule 153 of the rule of procedure of the

General Assembly.

The Secretary-General indicates that no provision has been made in the proposed
programme budget for 2021 for the implementation of the related activities and that, at this
stage, it is not possible to identify activities that could be terminated, deferred, curtailed or
modified during 2021.

The Advisory Committee trusts that details on expenditures by category of expenditure
will be provided as a matter of routine in the future statements of the Secretary-General on
programme budget implications of draft resolutions and decisions, as appropriate.

Should the General Assembly adopt the seven draft resolutions or decisions, additional
appropriations totalling $2,904,300 for 2021 would represent a charge against the contingency
fund.

On the situation of human rights of Rohingya Muslims and other minorities in Myanmar
Programme budget implications of draft resolution A/C.3/75/L.34, resource requirements
amounting to $1,152,600, net of staff assessment are requested for the continuation of the
Office of the Special Envoy on Myanmar. In this regard, the Advisory Committee recalls that
this requirement should be subject to the recommendations made on the matter in its report on
special political missions (A/75/7/Add.3. paras. 18, 19, 20, 21).

The Advisory Committee also recalls that the resource requirements for Special Envoy

of the Secretary-General on Myanmar, whose mandate emanates from the General Assembly
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https://undocs.org/en/A/C.3/75/L.34

are also included in Thematic cluster I: special and personal envoys, advisers and
representatives of the Secretary-General. In order to facilitate consideration of the two
documents, the Advisory Committee trusts that in the future, the Secretary-General will
provide clear cross-references in the Secretary-General’s reports on special political missions

and statement on programme budget implications.
