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THE REPUBLIC OF SERBIA: PRACTICAL MEASURES
TAKEN TO ENHANCE THE PROTECTION, SECURITY AND SAFETY

OF DIPLOMATIC AND CONSULAR MISSIONS AND REPRESENTATIVES

The Republic of Serbia has been very strict in implementing UNGA resolution 61/31, with the aim
of enhancing the protection, security and safety of diplomatic and consular missions and representatives.

The competent Serbian authorities took a number of measures following the spontaneous
demonstrations that broke out in Belgrade and in some other parts of the country in the wake of the
unilateral declaration of independence of Kosovo and Metohija in the period between 17 and 22 February
2008. The Police Department of Belgrade apprehended 196 persons on suspicion of having committed a
criminal offence and/or an offence of misdemeanour. Out of that number, 130 persons have been charged;
34 of them have been detained under Art. 229 of the Law on Criminal Procedure of the
