As such, they too will need to be carefully considered by our
colleagues in the Fifth Committee.

We also thank the Internal Justice Council for its valuable contribution to the
development of the administration of justice within the UN. We welcome its latest
report, which has raised a number of areas for further consideration including the
Internal Justice Council’'s concerns regarding resources in the new system. We
wish to avoid a situation where the new system becomes plagued by the very

problems and delays it was intended to avoid.
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
