The Community of Latin American and Caribbean States stresses that any type of 
misconduct, especially criminal behavior is unacceptable and has a detrimental effect on 
the fulfillment of mandates. Furthermore, acts that are carried out by United Nations 
officials and experts on missions cannot go 



criminal activity and abuse by United Nations officials and experts on mission reflects 
the true extent of the problem. We believe that a better reporting practice will benefit 
our understanding of this problem. 

We look forward in the upcoming days to rece1vmg more information on existing 
reporting and tracking mechanisms within the Secretariat to monitor criminal behavior 
attributed to United Nations Officials and experts on mission, and criteria used far 
categorizing serious misconduct distinct from that which is criminal. 

Moreover the Community of Latin American and Caribbean States requests the 
Secretariat to continue its effarts to improve the infarmation of and communication 
with concerned Member States immediately from the beginning of any incident with 
possible criminal implications. The Group takes note of the efforts being undertaken by 
the Secretariat to standardize a process far notifying Member States of serious 
allegations of misconduct involving unifarmed personnel deployed as experts on 
mission. We believe this same process should also be fallowed far incidents involving 
UN officials and non-unifarmed experts on mission. lt is vital to ensure that notification 
processes are implemented effectively and efficiently. 

Mr. Chairman 
The Community of Latin American and Caribbean States continues to reaffirms its full 
support to the zero tolerance policy in the cases of sexual exploitation and abuse and 
other criminal conduct, and reiterates the need far the observance of the rule of law far 
its implementation. We are at a critica! juncture where more is expected of the United 
Nations; in particular, to set standards in meeting the needs of those whose rights have 
been violated and in leading the way farward. 

The Community of Latin American and Caribbean States would also like to highlight the 
shared responsibility of the Secretary-General and ali Member States to take every 
measure to prevent and punish criminal activities committed by persons working far the 
United Nations and to enfarce standards of conduct in that regard. We take note with 
appreciation of the practica! measures described in the section VI of the SG report 
concerning training and awareness-raising on UN standards of conduct and fully 
endorse the three-pronged comprehensive strategy to address sexual exploitation and 
abuse consisting of: prevention, enfarcement and remedia! action. lt is important to 
continue the dialogue with the Secretariat, on measures and activities for the training 
and capacity-building of UN officials and experts on mission, and on the issue of 
privileges and immunities, to prevent their abuse and exert with conscientiousness the 
process of waiver.

Finally, we still believe that there are many areas where cooperation can be improved 
and we are looking forward to discussing and acting on them during this session. 
However, in our opinion there are other areas which present greater challenges such as

the investigations in the field, investigations during the criminal proceedings, the 
provision of evidence and its assessment and value in the administrative and 
jurisdictional procedures. 

CELAC is confident that during the Sixth Committee sessions, as well as the framework 
of the working group established by the resolution 66/93, Member States take a step 
forward against the critica! and appalling problem of the criminal activity carried out o u t  of
