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At presrnt, Syria is in bloodshed and innocent people are being killed by some 
armed forces trying to overthrow the legitimate government. This is a 
state-stjonsored terrorism that should be appropriately condemned and rejected. 
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i 
We take this opportunity to reiterate our position that the acts of pursuing regime 
changejlinterfering in internal affairs of sovereign states under the pretext of 
anti-tetj-orism and· of designating others as terrorists, sanctioning and pressuring 
them atitheir will must not be tolerated at all and decisively rejected. 
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From ttlis point of view, we recognize that the comprehensive convention on 
international terrorism under discussion should by all means reflect the issue of 

· eliminating state-sponsored terrorism. 
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Second; the effort of combating international terrorism should attach importance to 
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overthrowing our socialist system. It is therefore the anti-terrorism has become an 
important issue related to safeguarding sovereignty, people's life and security. 

Opposing all forms of terrorist acts and any assistance to them is a consistent stand 

of the DPRK. government. 

As part of our efforts for strengthening international cooperation in the field of 

anti-terrorism, we have already signed key international conventions on 
anti-terrorism and recently ratified the international convention for the suppression 

of financing of terrorism. And, we are accordingly amending and supplementing 

our relevant national laws. 

The DPRK. government will do its part, by joining the international community, in 

its efforts to completely eliminate terrorist acts on the global basis and build a 

peaceful and stable world.
