Ethiopia has also been a victim of this scourge for many years now. In the early 1990s,
Ethiopia became among the first target of international and domestic terrorist attacks.
The anarchy, the belligerent nature, the changing political dynamics and the symbiosis
between the domestic and regional negative forces havecontributed to the exp ansion of
terror networks in our region. The people of Ethiopia have paid dearly from these
attacks which targeted hotels, public transport vehicles, markets and attacked civilians.
These attacks caued severe causalities including the loss of lives, bodily injuries, and

property damage that worth millions of dollars.
