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(SALW), piracy off the coast of Somalia, the huge humanitarian challenge and refugee crisis created
by these conflicts, organized crime, human trafficking, money laundering and illicit trade in narcotics
and ivory, among other factors. The effective tackling of these challenges has a direct bearing on

countering terrorism.
Mr. Chairman,

My delegation reaffirms #enya's commitment to all the regional and international instruments
established to combat terrorism and counter violent extremism. Key among these are the 13 existing
international instruments on countering terrorism. Of particular importance is Security Council
Resolution 1624 (2005) which deals speciﬁcally' with the issue of incitement, and resolution 1373

Despite the recent attack in Nairobi, Kenya reiterates her commitment in contributing to regional
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
