CARICOM looks forward to fruitful discussions in the Sixth Committee on upholding and 
promoting the rule of law at the national and international levels, with a view to concluding 
a comprehensive resolution on the same. 

Mr. Chairman, 

As enshrined in the Charter of the United Nations, the rule of law establishes conditions 
under which justice and respect for law can be maintained. 

CARICOM underscores that a rules-based international system with clear and predictable 
rules, which apply equally to all Member States, is an essential precondition for the 
achievement of lasting peace and security, protection of human rights, sustained economic 
development, social progress and the advancement of all peoples. 

To this end, CARICOM underscores the need for the universal adherence to, and 
implementation of, the rule oflaw at the national and international levels. 

Mr. Chairman, 

CARICOM reaffirms its continued commitment and support for the work of the United 
Nations to strengthen the rule of law through the provision of technical assistance and 
capacity building to Member States. We welcome, in particular, additional initiatives aimed 
at providing training and education in the area of international law, especially to 
developing countries.
