


the localization of such services. Family violence and youth justice awareness workshops are also 
being developed by the program. 

Tonga is also a participant in the "Advancing Gender Justice in the Pacific Programme" 
through UN Women, and has made active developments to facilitate the participation of women 
in the judicial sphere, particularly in the context of this programme. Tonga also has a.process for 
the consistent translation of its laws into the Tongan language to facilitate access to the law and 
justice for all its nationals. Tonga views practivie2m Tj
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including marine protected areas, maritime jurisdiction, and the boarding and detention of vessels, 
which are also of essential importance to Tonga and to the governance of the oceans and 
jurisdiction in it. Increasing the role of the rule of law in these areas will strengthen the avenues 
for international cooperation through access to justice. 

The law-codification and progressive development role of the International Law 
Commission is also important for Tonga and other member states. The ILC is currently dealing
