1975. 

The Non-Aligned Movement is of the view that the United Nations is the central and 
indispensable forum for addressing issues relating to international cooperation, economic 
development and social progress, peace and security, human rights and the rule of law, 
based on dialogue, cooperation and consensus-building among States. In this context, the 
Movement attaches high importance to the strengthening of the role of the United 
Nations and recognizes the efforts taken to develop its full potential.
