Mr. Chairman 
Distinguished delegates, 

I join previous speakers in congratulating you, Mr. chairman, and the 
members of the bureau on your election to steer the affairs of this Committee. I 
assure you of my delegation's fullest cooperation and support in addressing issues 
on the agenda of the Committee. Liberia associates itself with the statements 
delivered by the distinguished representative of the Islamic Republic of Iran on 
behalf of the Non-Aligned Movement, and the representative of South Africa on 
behalf of the African Group. I thank the Secretary-General for his report on the 
important matter of criminal accountability, made in conformity with resolution 
69/114 of the General Assembly.

An important development 



When the General Assembly in 2005 endorsed the recommendations of the 
Special Committee on Peacekeeping Operations that the Secretary-General make 
available to the United Nations membership a comprehensive report on the issue of 
sexual exploitation and abuse in United Nations peacekeeping operations, it was 
against the backdrop of alarming reports of acts bordering on criminality being 
allegedly committed by ..., UN officials and experts on mission. The General 
Assembly had resolved to take measures to address this despicable and 
contemptuous attitude of some UN staff. 

Mr. Chairman 

UN peacekeeping has been pivotal in restoring calm and sobriety to societies 
and nations in conflict, such 



the Organization suggests failure at various levels, the international and national. 
Enhanced efforts are required to remedy this situation, including from 
whistleblowers to bring to light these grievous offenses. Reports which surfaced in 
recent times that a whistleblower had to endure punishment for providing 
information on the criminal conduct of .... UN staff on peacekeeping are even 
more troubling. 

In conclusion, Liberia looks forward to reinvigorated efforts to address this 
situation. Perhaps, adopting a convention as recommended by the group of legal 
experts to create binding obligations on states to ensure that UN staff and experts 
on mission account for their actions would be a way forward. The time to address 
impunity is now; action must not be postponed.
