
In Africa, African Leaders have adopted the African Peer Review 
Mechanism (APRM), a voluntary scheme aimed at enabling African 
countries to strengthen their democratic rule and governance structures 
by sharing and disseminating codes of best practices, good governance, 
transparency and accountability as they subject themselves to 

· constructive peer scrutiny. Mozambique has subjected voluntarily itself to 
be scrutinized and reviewed. The result was very encouraging and the 
Government is now addressing some concerns identified in the review 
process. 

Despite various constraints, mainly lack of financial resources and 
institutional weaknesses, the number of Governments institutions 
adopting new and correct practices in public administration is growing and 
individual responsible behaviours ~re also on the increase. 

In conclusion, Mr. Chairman, my delegation would like to seize this 
opportunity to reaffirm once again the political commitment . of 

. Mozambique in upholding the rule of law at national and international 
levels.
