
  
   

  

 

The Royal Norwegian Ministry of Foreign Affairs presents its 

compliments to the Office of Legal Affairs of the United Nations and has 

the honour to refer to its note LA/COD/50/2 requesting Member States 

to submit “excerpts of national provisions regarding the establishment of 

jurisdiction over their nationals, whenever they serve as United Nations 
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The Penal Code section 5, paragraph 6, states that the penalty when an 

act is prosecuted under the section, may not exceed the highest statutory 

penalty for a corresponding act in the country in which the act was 

committed.  

 

Insofar as Norway has jurisdiction over a crime committed by one of its 

nationals pursuant to section 5 of the Penal Code, Norway will have 

jurisdiction over criminal acts committed abroad by Norwegian nationals 

serving as United Nations officials or experts on mission. 

 

The Royal Norwegian Ministry of Foreign Affairs avails itself of this 

opportunity to renew to the Office of Legal Affairs of the United Nations 

the assurances of its highest consideration.
