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Mr. Chair,

Let me join other representatives in congratulating you on your election to
the Bureau of the Sixth Committee.

Since the last session of the Sixth Committee, we have all been affected and wounded
by acts of terrorism and so many lives were lost. We strongly condemn terrorism in
all its forms and manifestations and pay respect to the memories of all the victims of
terrorism.

Mr. Chair,

Turkey continues its counter-terrorism campaign against various terrorist
organizations, most notably the Fethullah Gilen terrorist organization, or FETO,



against terrorism are geared towards three main goals:

First, we actively contribute to international efforts in creating an international legal
framework in countering terrorism. It is a necessity, in order to eliminate existing
legal gaps between states, which are abused by terrorists. It is imperative that all
states take necessary measures



international community, and which reflected challenges such as that of foreign
terrorist fighters. We continue to diligently implement relevant Security Council
resolutions, notably 1373, 2178, 2199 and 2253.

On the other hand, sustained conflicts provide terrorist groups an opportunity for
recruitment and safe havens. These facts compel us to enhance coherence and
complementarity of our existing counter-terrorism measures by developing new
approaches and tools.

Mr. Chair,

Our efforts to dismantle networks of recruitment, propaganda and finance of terrorist
groups should continue, bearing in mind the close link between terrorism and
organized crime, which is a primary source of terrorism financing. Our efforts should
be sustained in order to prevent crimes such as drug trafficking, money-laundering
and arms-smuggling.

Mr. Chair,

In concluding my remarks, | reaffirm Turkey’s full commitment to combat terrorism
in all its forms and manifestations. The strong stance that ought to be taken against
terrorism should be firmly grounded on democratic principles and the rule of law. We
must bear in mind that respect for human rights, fundamental freedoms and the rule of
law are complementary and mutually reinforcing with effective counter-terrorism
measures, and are an essential part of a successful counter-terrorism strategy.
