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Declaration de la Suisse

Monsieur le President,

La Suisse remercie le Secretaire general pour son rapport sur le renforcement et la coordination de
I'action des Nations Unies dans le domaine de l'etat de droit.

Ce rapport met en lumiere I'importance du travail de rOrganisation des Nations Unies en matiere
d'etat de droit, e la fois au niveau national, par I'assistance fournie aux Etats Membres, et au niveau
international par I'eiaboration d'un cadre juridique et la mise en place de mecanismes pour assurer sa
mise en oeuvre.

La Suisse se feiicite du fait que le rapport souligne le role fondamental des Etats Membres, auxquels il
incombe en premier lieu d'assurer le respect 
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particular in conflict-affected or fragile states. Indeed, the rule of law is an issue with many
ramifications and, at a time of limited resources, it is particularly important to provide coherent and
effective assistance in this regard. We also believe that next year it would be useful to include a sub-
topic on this issue or on the points of the Agenda 2030 related to the rule of law.

Mr Chair,

Switzerland considers that the fight against impunity is fundamental for the implementation of the rule
of law. In this regard, my delegation wants to emphasize the importance of the International Criminal
Court and is committed to achieving universal ratification of the Rome Statute. We therefore call on
Burundi to reverse its decision to withdraw from this treaty before that action takes effect on 27
October. As the Rome Statute System makes an essential contribution to respect for the rule of law,
Switzerland would also welcome an unconditional activation of the ICC's jurisdiction over the crime of
aggression at the next Assembly of States Parties.

In situations where the rule of law is ignored, creative solutions are sometimes necessary, such as the
International, Impartial and Independent Mechanism to Assist in the Investigation and Prosecution of
Persons Responsible for the Most Serious Crimes under International Law Committed in Syria.
Switzerland welcomes the creation of this mechanism and encourages Member States to support it.
