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First, the obligation to refrain from providing any form of support to terrorists –  

Russia failed to comply by creating puppet terrorist organizations of the DPR and LPR, 

allowing its nationals, left-wing political parties and even state organs to make funds, 

financial assets and services available for the benefit of terrorists. As a result, being 

directly supported by Russia, a number of terrorist attacks have been carried out in 

Mariupol, Volnovaha, Kramatorsk, Donetsk, Avdiivka and many other Ukrainian cities.
