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Introduction of draft resolution A/C.6/73/L.28 on behalf of the Bureau

Merci, Mr. le President.

Aujourd'hui, j'ai Thonneur de presenter, au nom du Bureau, le projet de resolution
contenu dans le document A/C.6 /73/L.28, intitule «Renforcement et promotion du

cadre institue par les traites internationaux». Mon collogue Luke Tang, de Singapour,

qu'un point est ajoute a I'ordre du jour.de la Sixieme Commission a la demande des
£tats Membres. L'initiative etait motlvee par le souhait de contribuer a la revitalisation
des travaux de la Sixieme Commission en produisant un r^sultat concret et utile. En

tant que co-auteurs du point de I'ordre du jour, les coordinateurs se rejouissent de voir
que cet objectif a 6te attaint.

Mr. Chairman,

The draft resolution is the product of several rounds of informal consultations - more
than 20 hours overall - as well as bilateral contacts. It reflects the outcome of our

detailed consideration of possible amendments to the 'Regulations to give effect to
Article 102 of the Charter of the United Nations', together with other overarching issues

considered in the draft resolution itself. Its adoption will mark a historical achievement
for the Committee, since the latest resolution amending these Regulations Was adopted

40 years ago, in 1978.

The draft resolution contains 12 preambular paragraphs, 13 operative paragraphs and

one annex. In the interest of time, I will focus my remarks on its key provisions.

Through the proposed resolution, the Assembly would, among other things, recall
Article 102 of the Charter of the United Nations, reaffirm the importance of the

registration and publication of treaties, as well as of their accessibility, and stress that

the Regulations to give effect to Article 102 should be useful and relevant to Member
States and should be kept updated. Referring to the number of treaties submitted for

registration over the past years, the proposed resolution would note that there is

currently a significant backlog in the publication of the United Nations Treaty Series
