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¶ Other related international treaties contain other legal concepts different from universal 

jurisdiction, namely: 

i. The obligation to extradite or prosecute (aut dedere aut judicare) embodied, for 

example, in the Convention on the Prevention and Punishment of the Crime of 

Genocide and in the Convention against Torture and Other Cruel, Inhuman or 

Degrading Treatment or Punishment.  This obligation is not the same as exercise of 

universal jurisdiction, since the State may under its national laws require some

iv. Protection (or interest) for offences that are initiated, prepared or committed 

abroad when they produce or are designed to have effects in the national territory

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of offences with double criminality will be punished, while their human rights are fully
