My Delegation commends the

Office of Legal Affairs and the Codification Division for their

relentless efforts in the implementation of the programme.
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6. We also commend the International Law Fellowship

Programme that was held in The Hague from 1 July to 9

August, 2019, where a total of 22 participants comprising

of 11 men and 11 women attended the programme with 21

receiving fellowships.

7. Nigeria recognises that the UN Audiovisual Library of

international law is another essential tool that provides a

wider understanding of international law. We, therefore,

urge the UN to continue to promote access and utilization

of this important tool.

8. In conclusion, my Delegation commends the

resumption of Desktop Publishing activities that started in

2017 and hopes this would be sustained.
