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encountered, which South Africa has also previously 

highlighted.  

 

The political challenges presented by universal 

jurisdiction cannot be denied and the potential for 

abuse remains a reality. Therefore, it is imperative that 

those applying universal jurisdiction do it with the 

correct reasons in mind, namely to ensure 

accountability for perpetrators, and not for political 

motivations.  

 

Nevertheless, nothing is without challenges, and 

sometimes controversy. This does not mean that it 

should be cast aside. Instead, efforts should be made 

to seek solutions and compromises to overcome such 

challenges. In this respect active deliberations in the 

working group are crucial. 

 

The topic of universal jurisdiction has been on the 

agenda of the Sixth Committee since the 64th Session. 

South Africa regrets the stagnation of discussions 

surrounding universal jurisdiction, which raises 

questions as to whether the Sixth Committee is 

approaching this topic in the most effective manner.  



 

An important topic such as this one should not be lost 

in repeated annual statements and it may be necessary 

to consider whether there are alternative approaches 

that the Sixth Committee can employ in order to move 

this topic forward.
