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resolved, the judge who has acted as the mediator would then be excluded from 
hearing the case as part of the Tribunal and would not express opinions on the 
merits of the case. The process of mediation would remain entirely consensual 
and confidential.  Despite its successful results, mediation has been 
underutilized by the international system in addressing administrative and 
labour disputes.
