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Thank you, Madam / Mr Chair.

Hungary aligns itself with the intervention of the European Union and wishes to add the
following observations in its national capacity.

At the outset, we express our deep appreciation to the Secretariat for the comprehensive
briefing about the recommendation of the International Law Commission in the previous year.
To briefly reiterate some key points, we recall that the Statute of the International Law
Commission expressly requires that the Commission make a recommendation, that may take
four different forms, as well as the combination of these four actions. The types of
recommendations that the Commission can make to the General Assembly are:*

1. To take no action, the report having already been published;

2. To take note of or adopt the report by resolution;



humanity. Neither the Rome Statute, that establishes individual criminal liability and sets up a
complementary jurisdiction, nor mutual legal assistance treaties are alternative to such a
comprehensive treaty. Third, opinions were voiced about the customary nature of the
prohibition of crimes against humanity. While recognizing that indeed a number of jurisdictions
introduced such prohibition in their respective criminal codes, we point out that these
definitions are not uniform. Although some of their elements are very similar of even identical,
subtle differences between these definitions remain. Therefore, for the sake of legal certainty,
an internationally agreed common denominator is desirable. And fourth, the prevention
component of the Draft Articles means a clear added value to the international legal framework.
Accountability and punishment are crucial to eventual reconciliation within the society. Having
said that, history teaches us to recognize that crimes against humanity emerge from unique
sociological circumstances. Addressing these circumstances with tailor-made prevention
measures equally contribute to our ultimate goal: to protect the people.
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
