‘hangman of Da’esh’- committed crimes against humanity against the civilian population in
Syria The Budapest Court of Appeal wgt this judgment in 2021, thereby sending a very
clear message: perpetrators of the most heinous international crimes shoukmaot

unpunishedirrespective of their nationality or the country where they committed such crimes

The growing practice of states also offers us an opportunity to observe the safeguards that
surround the application of universal jurisdictitaeally, international crimearetried bylocal
courts in the country where they have been commitisdictatd by the princig of Sate

sovereignty Therefore universal jurisdiction must always come into play as a last resuilt
