The Republic of Korea is seriously concerned with the rise of terrorism 

in various parts of the world. Particularly disturbing is the resurgence of 

Da’esh in the Middle East and the ability of ISIL-K to project a threat 

 

 

These cases demonstrate how terrorism exploits instability and division 

among states, underscoring the importance of maintaining a united 
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Second, we commend the efforts of UN agencies in developing non-

binding guiding principles regarding the use of new and emerging 

technologies for terrorist purposes. These guidelines are critical as they 

help the international community better understand the threats posed 

by these technologies and assist Member States in countering them.  

 

We also look forward to the further development of guiding principles 

on emerging technologies by CTED, and as a member of the Security 

Council, the Republic of Korea is committed to active engagement in 

this process. 

 

Third, a comprehensive and holistic approach is essential to effectively 

combat violent extremism and eliminate international terrorism. Military 

efforts are insufficient on their own and must be complemented by 

strategies that address the root causes of terrorism, such as poverty, 

political instability, marginalization, and lack of economic opportunities. 

We must prioritize long-term development initiatives that improve 

governance, education, and healthcare in vulnerable regions, ensuring 

that individuals, particularly youth and marginalized groups, are not left 

susceptible to extremist narratives.
