number of violations. It enables diplomatic and consular 

missions and their representatives worldwide to undertake 

their activities and complete their work safely. 
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13. We recognize the need to continue paying full attention 

to fulfilling our obligations in ensuring the security and 

safety of diplomatic missions and representatives, more

and can only urge for similar commitment by receiving 

States with accredited Sierra Leone diplomatic and 

consular missions and representatives.  
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
