(5 June 2024) — The United Nations Under-Secretary-General and Special Adviser on the
Prevention of Genocide, Alice Wairimu Nderitu, strongly reiterates her alarm over the
intensification of violence in El Fasher, North Darfur, following her meeting on 3 June with the
UN Secretary-General’s Personal Envoy for Sudan, Mr. Ramtane Lamamra. “In my briefing to
the UN Security Council on 21 May, | raised alarm over the risks of large-scale violence in El
Fasher, where civilians were already being disproportionately affected by indiscriminate attacks.
