My mandate is to monitor and raise alarm over situations across the world where
there is a risk of atrocity crimes, by which | mean genocide, war crimes and crimes against humanity. |
am also mandated to raise awareness on the causes and dynamics of these crimes and to strengthen the

capacity of Member States, regional organizations and civil society to prevent them.

Since my Office cannot implement its mandate without the collaboration and engagement of others,
education becomes one of the key tools for creating awareness and developing expertise on genocide and

its prevention. This initiative therefore goes to the core of my mandate.

Teaching about past atrocity crimes, the process and early warning signs that led to their commission,
such as discrimination, hate speech and intolerance contributes to early prevention. It is also through
