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of the United Nations to accept the terms of the jurisdiction of the 

Dispute Tribunal, consonant with the present statute. 

6. In the present case, the Tribunal notes that, firstly, the Applicant does not 

contest an administrative decision taken by the Secretary-General as the Chief 

Administrative Officer of the United Nations. Secondly, FAO has not concluded a 

special agreement with the Secretary-General, under art. 2.5 of the Tribunal’s 

Statute, to accept the terms of the Tribunal’s jurisdiction. 

7. Consequently, the Tribunal finds that it is not competent to examine the 

present application. 

8. Having said the above, the Tribunal wishes to inform the Applicant, who is 

self-represented, that FAO has its own Appeals Committee to review administrative 

decisions and he may consider introducing an appeal before that body.
