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12. On 7 March 2024, the parties separately informed the Tribunal that there was 

no prospect of an amicable resolution of the present matter at that stage. 

13. By Order No. 102 (GVA/2024) of 4 September 2024, the Tribunal decided to 

deny the Applicant’s 10 January 2024 motion for production of evidence and 

instructed the Respondent to file his response to the Applicant’s pending motions. 

14. On 13 September 2024, the Respondent filed his response to the Applicant’s 

pending motions. 

Consideration 

15. The Tribunal will address the parties’ pending motions. 

Applicant’s motion for reconsideration of anonymity  

16. By Order No. 8 (GVA/2024) of 30 January 2024, the Tribunal rejected the 

Applicant’s motion for anonymity filed on 11 November 2023. In her
