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Introduction

1.  The Applicant is a Security Officer at the United Nations Mission in South

Sudan. He holds a continuing appointment at the FS-5 level and is based in Juba.

Procedural History

2.  On 6 May 2024, he filed an application with the United Nations Dispute
Tribunal (“UNDT?”) sitting in Nairobi to challenge the Respondent’s managerial

decision to issue him with a written caution.

3. On 7 May 2024, the Registry of the UNDT wrote to the Applicant to inform
him that his application, as filed, was incomplete. Specifically, the Applicant was
directed to complete his application with copies of his request for management
evaluation and the response he received from the Management Advice and

Evaluation Section dated 19 February and 11 March 2024 respectively.

4. The Applicant was directed to provide the Court with these documents by 10
May 2024.

5. As at the date of this Judgment, he has not.
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@) Staff members wishing to formally contest an administrative
decision alleging non-compliance with their contract of employment
or terms of appointment, including all pertinent regulations and rules
pursuant to staff regulation 11.1 (a), shall, as a first step, submit to
the Secretary-General in writing a request for a management
evaluation of the administrative decision.

9.  Article 8(1)(c) of the Statute of the United Nations Dispute Tribunal provides
that an application (before the Dispute Tribunal) shall be receivable if an Applicant
has previously submitted the contested administrative decision for management

evaluation, where required.
