Doha, 9 March – The Fifth United Nations Conference on the Least Developed Countries (LDC5) 
in Doha, Qatar ended today with member states committing to measures to deliver on the Doha 
Programme of Action, a ten-year plan to put the world’s 46 most vulnerable countries back on 
track to achieving the Sustainable Development Goals (SDGs). Bold commitments at the 
conference marked a transformative turning point for the world’s poorest countries, whose 
development has been hindered by crises including COVID-19, climate change and deepening 
inequalities.
