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This caused extensive infrastructural damage to roads, bridges and
disrupted markets and livelihoods.

Other extreme weather events like drought reduces available water-
based transportation routes and limits cargo-carrying capacity.

support enhancing connectivity of LLDCs including building of
resilient and sustainable transport systems.

We will continue to advocate for promotion of resilience and
sustainability of transport systems in LLDCs. Together we can build
their capacity to address climate change and achieve the Sustainable
Development Goals.

The 3rd UN Conference on LLDCs, mandated to be held in 2024,
offers a great opportunity to further enhance international support.
